Thank you for your generous support of our parish.

I believe in miracles, 
but I also believe that they often originate with our gifts, 
our passions and our devotion. 
 
My heart goes out to Bishop Clark and anyone who does 
and must preside over the financial morass the Catholic 
Church faces.  There have been cut-backs and closings, 
disappointments and grieving. Weôve had campaigns for 
stewardship, crusades for vocations, drives for funds, and 
coming soon is the mission for spiritual renewalðall re-
ceived in the lukewarm wind of detachment.
