Preparation for receiving this sacrament should begin at least

six months before the anticipated date for the wedding.
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A few weeks ago, | was sitting in the Kodak cafeteria on
Lake Avenue the morning after the first windstorm in
January. From the cafeteria windows one can see most of
the downtown skyline, including the Kodak tower, the
Bausch and Lomb and Xerox buildings, and many build-
ings in-between. Sipping a cup of hot coffee, | watched as
the clouds i thick, dark, and low i sped across the morn-
ing sky; the winds at that time were still blowing at 30 i 35
mph. The evening before, the wind had vented its fury on
Rochester with gusts as high as 85 mph. Homes were
damaged, cars crushed, hundreds of trees were snapped
like twigs, and thousands of people were left without
power.

As | watched the clouds, in awe of the sheer power of
nature, a passenger jet came into view moving toward the
airport in the opposite direction of the wind. It was minis-
cule in comparison to the clouds but it flew a steady
course, and not once did | see its wings rock, though | am
sure it was a bumpy landing for those inside.

At the same time that the jet crossed my
view, the clouds had started to break up :
and spots of blue could be seen in be- ©

tween the massive dark pillows. You can

imagine the spectacle that occurred as

the sun began to peak through those

cracks in the clouds. Multiple rays of light

began to dance on the downtown build-

ings in tune with the clouds as they

zipped by. | could almost hear a song of joy as the rays
pierced the clouds and offered hope to a beleaguered
community.

Reflecting (no pun intended) on the images of that morn-
ing, | am struck by the parallels of that event with the sea-

son of lent. Our everyday lives are, in many ways, like
that wind battered community. Some of us are uprooted,
crushed, disoriented, or lacking direction. Others of us
have |l ost touch with the
come disconnected from our source of power (God) and
are left isolated, sitting in the cold and dark, uncertain of
how or when the light will return. Still others of us, suffer-
ing only minor discomfort, share the pain of friends,
neighbors, and loved ones who are struggling to cope
with what seems to be overwhelming circumstances.
Lent, despite its reputation for being a time of purging, is
really a season of grace, healing, and reconciliation. Lent
offers us an extended period of time to gather ourselves
in the wake of lives that are battered. It is a graced period
in which brokenness is healed and communities, large
and small, are reunited. In Lent we become keenly aware
of how fragile and weak we are when separated from our

source of Iife. We recoghni
aloneo, di sconnected from
from God.

In Lent we are given the opportunity and the means to
reestablish our relationship with God and to reconnect
with our community. Lent offers us the opportunity to rec-
ognize how dependent we are on God; to recognize that it
is God who, like the passenger jet, carries us through the
turbulent times in our lives; and it is God who, like the
rays of sun, gives light to our dark hours, and hope to our
moments of fear and uncertainty.

May God continue to bless, heal, and restore us during

these 40 days of Lent, and open our hearts to recognize
how dependent we are on

love.
