Thank you for your support of our parish. 
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ñIs the LORD in our midst or not?ò The question the 
Israelites grumbled about is one that could legitimately be 
asked today. In the face of random acts of violence, war, 
famine, and every kind of personal trouble it is sometimes 
difficult to feel confident about the presence of God in the 
world. There are some profound theological responses to 
this question, but one of my favorite answers comes from 
the childrenôs television host Fred Rogers. When he was 
a child and would worry about the problems of the world 
his mother would tell him, ñLook for the helpers.ò 
 
I had the opportunity to interview a student at Virginia 
Tech after the shootings there last spring. His response to 
the violence was surprising, to say the least: What hap-
pened here was that one person perpetrated one terrible 
action towards a community and the people responded 
with a flood of compassion and love for one another. 
What I saw on the news was almost entirely negative, but 
what I want people to take away from this is that the world 
is still a good place to live. Donôt think because of one 
personôs terrible actions that there is no good left in the 
world; if anything, I have seen that there really are a lot of 
good loving people out there, they just donôt make the 
news for it.

One of the things I deeply enjoy about working in ministry 
is the ñfront row seatò to the goodness of people.
