Preparation for receiving this sacrament should begin at least
six months before the anticipated date for the wedding.

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As you are probably aware, over the last couple of years
the Parish Council, with my support, has been sponsoring
the investigation of the worship needs of the Parish with
an eye toward the future, in particular in regards to our
physical plant. Without detailing that entire history, which
| have shared before, suffice to say that last May, follow-
ing input from the last parish town meeting, the Parish
Council and | authorized the use of some of our Partners
in Faith funds to hire an architectural firm for the purpose
of devel oping a smal/l
the future of our physical plant to see us through the next
10 to 20 years and beyond. After much study and delib-
eration the parish has secured the services of a local firm,
LaBella Associates , for this conceptual design phase.

There are three key points that everyone must under-
stand:

First, NO DECISION HAS BEEN MADE
about the nature of any potential conceptual
plans. More specifically, no decision has
been made to expand or not to expand the
footprint of the physical plant.

Second, these conceptual plans will not be
blueprints that we could hand to a contractor
to do any work. Those would have to be gen-
erated later, and at additional expense, after
the parish has decided on our next steps .
Having the conceptual plans in hand will in no
way obligate us to take any further action.
However, these plans will save some time in
the future if an expansion was desired and
needed.

Third, the PIF funds that have been author-
ized for the conceptual plan development are

already in our hands and have been ear-
marked specifically for this kind of expense.
They are not coming out of our regular oper-
ating budget nor will they require fundraising.

In my experience it has never hurt to think and plan for
the future, recognizing always that we are held in the
hands of a loving God calling us from fear to trust. To not
consider the future would risk being surprised by it, and in
tryingotd act fuicklyrerroespeduld actur. p |l ans o
As | have mentioned before, we only need to look at what
is happening elsewhere in the diocese to know what will
one day be upon us in Webster.

At this point | wish to solicit your help in gathering, from
your perspective, suggestions that we can feed into the
architects so that the conceptual plans they develop for
us are most closely in line with our collective needs.
Please consider those things that you do not want to see
changed and those you think could use improvement re-
garding our facility and grounds.

Are there some things that you would want to see happen
with St Paul's facilities and grounds? What would they
be?

You can send an email; drop your suggestion in the offer-
ing box in church, or in the secure drop box at the south
east entrance. If you wish, you will soon be able to make
your suggestions on our parish website. All suggestions
must be received no later than March 5.
