We had a light week due to the storm, thank you for your support of our parish. 
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With todayôs celebration of Passion Sunday, we enter into 
Holy Week, which will culminate in next weekendôs Pas-
chal Triduum.  The Triduum is a three-day celebration of 
the central mystery of our faith:  the Passion, death, and 
Resurrection of Christ.  The liturgies of Holy Thursday, 
Good Friday, and Holy Saturday are one continuous cele-
bration in which we commemorate the cross of Jesus 
Christ and the life that comes from it through death. 
 
What makes these liturgies so special?  Holy Thursdayôs 
Mass of the Lordôs Supper is a commemoration of Jesusô 
instituting the Eucharist, which makes participation by all 
Eucharistic ministers particularly appropriate.  At the be-
ginning of this liturgy, we present and incense the oils 
blessed by Bishop Matthew Clark at Tuesdayôs Chrism 
Mass; after the Gospel and homily, we respond to Jesusô 
mandate to serve one another:  in the quiet of the first 
evening of Triduum, after weeks of Lenten journeying, we 
bathe one anotherôs feet as an act of humility and charity.  
After communion, the consecrated Eucharist is carried in 
solemn procession to the Chapel of Reservation. Our tra-
dition as Catholics is to spend time after the liturgy in 
prayer and meditation before the Eucharist.  Since our 
Chapel of Reservation is not large enough to accommo-
date the entire congregation, we encourage you to an-
swer Jesusô invitation to ñremain here and keep watch 
with meò by spending some time after the liturgy in your 
seat, in silent prayer, waiting for space to become avail-
able in the Chapel.  The church will remain open until 
midnight. 

Good Fridayôs service is a continuation of Holy Thurs-
dayôs, since there is no concluding rite at the end of the 
Mass of the Lordôs Supper.  On Good Friday, we hear 
once again the Gospel of Jesusô Passion; we pray at 
length for the needs of the world and the church; and we 
come forward to venerate the wood of the cross, each in 
his or her own way.  We gather as a community to grieve 
that our sins demanded such a sacrifice, and to rejoice in 
the limitless love that enabled that sacrifice. 
 
Saturday nightôs Easter Vigil is the oldest annual liturgy in 
the church calendar, and the most important.  From the 
new fire kindled in the darkness of the night, we light the 
Paschal Candle from which we will illuminate the entire 
church.  Our salvation history is proclaimed in a series of 
Old Testament readings; the new baptismal water is 
blessed; the Elect receive the Sacraments of Initiation; 
the faithful renew their baptismal commitment; and finally, 
we come to the table to receive the Risen Christ. 
 
The Introductory Rite for Holy Thursday reminds us:  We 
should glory in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, for 
he is our salvation, our life and our resurrection; 
through him we are saved and made free .  May this be 
your call to worship as we enter into these holiest days of 
our church year!
